WHEREAS, the Manhattan Beach Unified School District recognizes the need for and the benefit derived
from instruction by qualified teachers; and

WHEREAS, the Manhattan Beach Unified School District desires to provide for student instruction in
situations of a temporary nature in which a teacher with the appropriate credential is not available to the
school district; and

WHEREAS, California Education Code 44263 allows the governing board of a school district by
resolution to authorize the holder of a teaching credential to teach with the teacher’s consent a
departmentalized class if the teacher has completed eighteen semester units of coursework, or nine
semester units of upper division or graduate course work in the subject to be taught; and

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT: For the purposes of extending approval and authorization and
because a teacher has given his written permission and has met the requirements of California Education
Code 44263, the Governing Board of the Manhattan Beach Unified School District, with written
permission from the teacher, authorizes and approves instruction in Health by Mr. James Beaumont and
instruction in Pre-Algebra and Algebra AB by Mr. Rocky Wilson. This approval and authorization shall
be in effect for the 2014-2015 school year.
